Teaching:  The “One” Thing

People search for the “one” thing, that will make their life meaningful. This perspective on the "one" thing, if grasped, has the power to change everything. But it takes some thinking, praying, and willingness to begin to think differently.

Read Ephesians 1:22-23
What are the 4 to 5 statements you see here?

What does it mean that all things are in subjection? Why don't we see it? Is it for now?

Read Ephesians 1:21

When are all things in subjection to Christ?

Again, why don't we see it?

How did Jesus exercise authority when he was here on earth?

What does that imply about how he would exercise his authority today?

What do you learn about his body from the illustration in the message? How would you use what you learned to position yourself as part of the body to begin to see Jesus exercise his authority?

How does the idea of fullness in Ephesians 1:23 play into this? What is Jesus' fullness? How are we his fullness?

Read Ephesians 2:5-6

How does understanding what "together" means in being made alive, raised up and sat down, change your image of the church and your part in it?

Three common errors of judgment we need to get past:
We don't believe we are needed.

We don’t believe we really need each other.

We believe we get to choose who we need/love/join.

What would it look like if we were the Fullness?

What one thing can you start now that would bring us closer to that end?
